The Conservation in Context discussion series 
features more than a dozen speakers, including 
filmmakers and conservation experts, on a variety
of topics raised in the films.

We continued our Traveling Festival with evenings
of films at the Howard County Conservancy in 
Maryland and the Medomak Valley Land Trust
in Maine.
